It would seem that the schizophrenic patient is often of the
third generation of abnormal persons of whom we can gain
some information. The preceding two generations of mothers
appear to have been obsessive, schizoid women who did not
adjust well to men.

It is to be noted, also, that there are two preceding gene-
rations of men who are not masters, or equals, in their own
marriages and homes, or psychosexually very successful, and
who are often described as immature, alcoholic, and passive, or
hard-working, self-centered, and detached from the family.

Death of a King
Researching the death of King Kalakaua of Hawaii in 1891,

writer Oakley Hall found a log to toss onto the fire of debate
about the responsibility of the press to report on intimate
details of a statesman'’s life.

A Chronicle report of the King's death was straightforward
and dignified. The Examiner described the scene at the bedside:

Next to a clergyman who prayed over the king “leaned
Kalaua, the young Kauaka girl who has attended the King since
she was a child. It is the custom for the Hawaiian chiefs, since
the times beyond tradition, to be attended by a maiden who
shall minister to them in illness. Kalaua was clad in a dull gown
that fitted her figure loosely, and she passed her hands softly
and swiftly over the chest and limbs of her chief, as is the native
manner of massage... She murmured tender words in her native
tongue as she continued in her labor of love.”

Hilde Coppi to her mother, 1943
Hilde Coppi was arrested by the Nazis in September 1942,

together with her husband, Hans, because they belonged to a
resistance group in Germany. In prison, she gave birth to a son,
Hans. One month later, her husband was executed. When her
son was eight months old, Hilde was executed. She was twenty-
four years old. Hilde wrote this letter on her last day:

5 August 1943

My Mother, my dearly beloved Mama,

Now the time has almost come when we must say farewell
forever. The hardest part, the separation from my little Hans, is
behind me. How happy he made me! I know that he will be well
taken care of in your loyal, dear maternal hands, and for my
sake, Mama — promise me — remain brave. I know that you feel
as though your heart must break; but take yourself firmly in
hand, very firmly. You will succeed, as you always have, in
coping with the severest difficulties, won't you, Mama? The
thought of you and of the deep sorrow that I must inflict upon
you is the most unbearable of all — the thought that I must leave
you alone at that time of life when you need me the most! Will
you ever, ever be able to forgive me? As a child, you know,
when I used to lie awake so long, I was always animated by one
thought — to be allowed to die before you. And later, I had a
single wish that constantly accompanied me, consciously and
unconsciously: I did not want to die without having brought a
child into the world. So you see, both of these great desires,
and thereby my life, have attained fulfillment. Now I am going
to join my big Hans. Little Hans has — so I hope — inherited the
best in both of us. And when you press him to your heart, your
child will always be with you, much closer than I can ever be to
you. Little Hans — this is what I wish — will become hardy and
strong, with an open, warm, helpful heart and his father’s
thoroughly decent character. We loved each other very, very
much. Love guided our actions.

My mother, my one and only good mother and my little Hans,
all my love is always with you; be brave, as I am determined
also to be.

Rose Schldsinger was born in 1907. Arrested by the Nazis in
Germany on 18 September 1942, because she belonged to a
resistance group, she was executed on 5 August 1943. Her
husband, Bodo, an interpreter with the German military police,
ended his life by shooting himself in a Russian farmhouse when
he learned that his wife had been condemned to death. Rose
wrote this letter to her young daughter, Marianne, the day she
was executed.

5 August 1943

My dear little big Marianne:

I do not know when you will read this letter. I leave it to
Granny or Daddy to give to you when you are old enough for it.
Now I must say farewell to you, because we shall probably
never see each other again.

Nevertheless, you must grow up to be a healthy, happy and
strong human being. I hope that you will experience the most
beautiful things the world has to give, as I have, without having
to undergo its hardships, as I have had to do. First of all, you
must strive to become capable and industrious, then all other
happiness will come of itself. Do not be too prodigal of your
feelings. There are not many men who are like Daddy, as good
and as pure in their love. Learn to wait before giving all your
love — thus you will be spared the feeling of having been
cheated. But a man who loves you so much that he will share all
the suffering and all difficulties with you, and for whom you can
do the same — such a man you may love, and believe me, the
happiness you will find with him will repay you for the waiting.

I wish you a great many years of happiness that I unfor-
tunately could have for only a few. And then you must have
children: when they put your first child into your arms, perhaps
you will think of me — that it was a high moment in my life too
when for the first time I held you, a little red bundle, in my
arms. And then think of our evenings of discussion in bed, about
all the important things of life — I trying to answer your
questions. And think of our beautiful three weeks at the
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seashore — of the sunrise, and when we walked barefoot along
the beach from Bansin to Uckeritz, and when I pushed you
before me on the rubber float, and when we read books to-
gether. We had so many beautiful things together, my child, and
you must experience all of them over again, and much more
besides.

And there is still another thing I want to tell you. When we
must die, we are sorry for every unkind word we have said to
someone who is dear to us; if we could go on living, we should
remember that and control ourselves much better. Perhaps you
can remember it; you would make life — and later on death too —
easier for you and for others.

And be happy, as often as you can — every day is precious. It
is a pity about every minute that one has spent in sadness.

My love for you shall accompany you your whole life long. I
kiss you — and all who are kind to you. Farewell, my dear —
thinking of you to the end with the greatest love.

After finishing his testimony, John Cook left the stand and
mouthed “I'm sorry” to the victims’ families seated in the front
row of the courtroom.

Yet
we were astonished to find that in all of these cases a defence
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against a homosexual wish was clearly recognizable at the very
centre of the conflict which underlay the disease and that it was
in an attempt to master an unconsciously reinforced current of
homosexuality that they had all of them come to grief. This was
certainly not what we had expected. Paranoia is precisely a
disorder in which a sexual aetiology is by no means obvious; far
from this, the strikingly prominent features in the causation of
paranoia, especially among males, are social humiliations and
slights. But if we go into the matter only a little more deeply,
we shall be able to see that the really operative factor in these
social injuries lies in the part played in them by the homosexual
components of emotional life. So long as the individual is
functioning normally and it is consequently impossible to see
into the depths of his mental life, we may doubt whether his
emotional relations to his neighbours in society have anything
to do with sexuality, either actually or in their genesis. But
delusions never fail to uncover these relations and to trace back
the social feelings to their roots in a directly sensual erotic
wish. So long as he was healthy, Dr. Schreber, too, whose
delusions, culminating in a wishful phantasy of an unmis-
takably homosexual nature, had, by all accounts, shown no
signs of homosexuality in the ordinary sense of the word.

(CAT) Coitus a Tergo [Part One]

The theologians seem to have been less unfavorably disposed to
the position normal among quadrupeds, a posteriori, though the
old Penitentials were inclined to treat it severely, the Penitential
of Angers prescribing forty days penance, and Egbert's three
years, if practiced habitually. (It is discussed by J. Peterman,
"Venus Aversa," Sexual Problem, Feb., 1909). There are good
reasons why in many cases this position should be desirable,
more especially from the point of view of women, who indeed
not infrequently prefer it. It must be always remembered, as
has already been pointed out, that in the progress from
anthropoid to man it is the female, not the male, whose method
of coitus has been revolutionized. While, however, the obverse
human position represents a psychic advance, there has never
been a complete physical readjustment of the female organs to
the obverse method. More especially, in Adler's opinion (op. cit.,
pp. 117-119), the position of the clitoris is such that as a rule, it
is more easily excited by coitus from behind than from in front.
A more recent writer, Klotz, in his book, Der Mensch ein
Vierfiissler (1908), even takes the too extreme position that the
quadrupedal method of coitus, being the only method that
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insures due contact with the clitoris, is the natural human
method. It must, however, be admitted that the posterior mode
of coitus is not only a widespread, but a very important
variation, in either of its two most important forms: the
Pompeiian method, in which the woman bends forwards and the
man approaches behind, or the method described by Boccaccio,
in which the man is supine and the woman astride.

(CAT) Coitus a Tergo [Part Two]

This method of coitus was recommended by Lucretius (lib. iv)
and also advised by Paulus Aginetus as favorable to conception.
(The opinions of various early physicians are quoted by Schurig,
Spermatologia, 1720, pp. 232, et seq.). It seems to be a position
that is not infrequently agreeable to women, a fact which may
be brought into connection with the remarks of Adler already
quoted (p. 131) concerning the comparative lack of adjustment
of the feminine organs to the obverse position. It is noteworthy
that in the days of witchcraft, hysterical women constantly
believed that they had had intercourse with the Devil in this
manner. This circumstance, indeed, probably aided in the very
marked disfavor in which coitus a posteriori fell after the decay
of classic influences. The medizeval physicians described it as
mos diabolicus and mistakenly supposed that it produced
abortion (Hyrtl, op. cit., vol. ii, p.87). The theologians, needless
to say, were opposed to the mos diabolicus, and already in the
Anglo-Saxon Penitential of Theodore, at the end of the seventh
century, 40 days' penance is prescribed for this method of
coitus.
